Explanations
	
1.
	
In this number, 1 is in the tens place and 8 is in the ones place. So, eighteen is before the decimal place.

The decimal place is read, "and."

To the right of the decimal place, 3 is in the tenths place.

So the number is read, "eighteen and three tenths." 

	
2.
	
In this number, forty-seven will be before the decimal place. So, 4 will be in the tens place and 7 will be in the ones place.

"Fifty-six thousandths" means 0 will be in the tenths place, 5 will be in the hundredths place, and 6 will be in the thousandths place. 

Therefore, the number forty-seven and fifty-six thousandths equals 47.056. 

	
3.
	
The value of the hundreds place is 9.

The value of the tens place is 7.

The value of the ones place is 8.

The value of the tenths place is 0.

The value of the hundredths place is 9.

The value of the thousandths place is 4. 

	
4.
	
In this number, twenty-one will be before the decimal place. So, 2 will be in the tens place and 1 will be in the ones place.

"Nine hundred forty-nine thousandths" means 9 will be in the tenths place, 4 will be in the hundredths place, and 9 will be in the thousandths place. 

Therefore, the number twenty-one and nine hundred forty-nine thousandths equals 21.949.

Therefore, the number fifty-two and thirty-five hundredths equals 52.35. 

	
9.
	
In this number, 8 is in the hundreds place, 8 is in the tens place and 4 is in the ones place. So, eight hundred eighty-four is before the decimal place.

The decimal place is read, "and."

To the right of the decimal place, 9 is in the tenths place and 5 is in the hundredths place. So, there are ninety-five hundredths to the right of the decimal.

So the number is read, "eight hundred eighty-four and ninety-five hundredths." 

	
10.
	
Look at the number sixty-two and four tenths in two parts.

Since the number starts with "sixty-two," there is a 6 in the tens place, and a 2 in the ones place.

When reading numbers in word form, the word "and" means a decimal point belongs there. 

The next part of the number is "four tenths," so there is a 4 in the tenths place.

Therefore, the number sixty-two and four tenths is written as 62.4. 
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
